Before opening GPS Waypoints app, Location 
must be turned on for the app to function.
To turn on location: swipe down in the home 
screen, and tap the location symbol so it is 
highlighted.

Purchasing Premium GPS Waypoints

Before purchasing Premium, make 
sure that you have a payment 
method setup with Google Play.

1 Open the menu; go to Premium

2 Choose the Premium lifetime payment option and press Buy 

You may need 
to authorise the 
purchase

Premium GPS Waypoints allows uses to organise and share data 
that is collected. Since the Weed monitoring programs will be 
done over a number of years lifetime ensures that you are able to 
access all features of GPS Waypoints during the program.



 

Creating a Tag
Tags allow you to allocate attributes to waypoints so you can 
make them easy to find in GPS Waypoints and to sort in Excel.

1 In the menu, 
go to tags

2 Then press 
New Tag and 
type in the 
name for the tag 

3 Save the tag



Recording Waypoints

1 At the location, press 
Add Waypoint

Enter the name for 
the waypoint and 
select the relevant 
Tag or Tags

3 Make sure 
nothing else is 
selected and 
press Save



Exporting Waypoints

1 From menu, go 
to Waypoints

 

2 Select Export All

 

3 Select CSV file and 
name the file 

 

4 Press Share and 
choose your preferred 
method of saving or 
file share method



Editing and Deleting Waypoints

1 From menu, go 
to Waypoints

 

2 Press on the edit icon 
of the Waypoint you 
wish to edit or delete

  

3 Change any details you wish to 
edit and press Save, or press 
Delete to remove the waypoint
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
