Council has resolved to enter into a three (3) year
Memorandum of Understanding with the New England
Weeds Authority (NEWA) to manage its noxious weeds
function. NEWA manages the Noxious Weeds programs
for Armidale Dumaresq, Guyra, Uralla and Walcha
Councils. The existing roadside control budget will be
maintained as well as a local weeds inspector being
appointed by NEWA for the Glen Innes Severn Area.

The new arrangement will ensure Council continues to
provide a weeds service to ratepayers by partnering
with a successfully managed organisation such as
NEWA. It will also ensure that future funding is guaran-
teed and existing weed control budgets are maintained
at current levels.

NEWA, on behalf of Council will be conducting helicop-
ter inspections for noxious weeds on properties in the
Emmaville and Wellington Vale area. The flights are
scheduled for the week commencing Monday, 4 May,
2015, or as soon after as weather conditions permit. All
possible care will be taken to ensure minimal distur-
bance to stock.

GLENRAC has been awarded a grant through FR
Tackling Tough Times Together scheme to run

strength training; improving cardiovascular fitness;
management and prevention of metabolic conditions

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Update on Drought Assistance for NSW
farm business's

A number of the loans available as part of the Austras—

lian and State Government’s drought assistance pack-
age have a 30 June 2015 deadline.

Concessional Loans

Farm finance concessional loans deadline has been ex-
tended. The federal and NSW governments announced
the period to apply for the farm finance concessional
loans will be extended until 30 June 2015.

Loans of up to $650,000 are available to eligible pro-
ducers to restructure existing debt, with an interest
rate currently set at 4.34 percent. The loans are not
restricted to those experiencing drought, but are tar-
geted at highly indebted businesses which can demon-
strate long term financial sustainability.

Emergency Water Infrastructure Rebates

The Emergency Water Infrastructure Rebate (EWIR)
scheme aims to help severely drought affected live-
stock producers install on-farm water infrastructure
such as pipelines, bores, tanks and troughs.

The maximum that can be claimed is $20,000 per farm
enterprise. The maximum amount includes any rebate
already received under this program since November
2013.

Applicants must submit a valid Bureau of Meteorology
Rainfall Deficiency Report as part of their application.
Applications without a valid report will not be proc-
essed. The scheme will close on 30 June 2015 or

when the funding allocation is exhausted.
Drought Recovery Concessional Loans

Drought Recovery Concessional Loans are now available
to assist eligible New South Wales farm businesses that
are in need of financial assistance as a result of un-

precedented drought conditions.

Under the scheme, the Australian Government has pro-
vided New South Wales with $50 million for the provi-
sion of Drought Recovery Concessional Loans to eligible
Farm Businesses that are experiencing a drought that is
considered to be equivalent to, or worse than, either a
1in 50 or a 1 in 100 year rainfall deficiency event.

The loans are for Planting and/or Restocking drought
recovery activities (as seasonal conditions allow) and
associated expenses.

Loans up to $1 million, repayable over 10 years at a
variable concessional interest rate are available. Once
the funds are fully committed, no more loans will be

roffered. The W ecovery Concessional Loans
Scheme will close vv@.g ed or
on 30 June 2015.
